Dixie Day Women – Friday CYOR
Rules     2017 - 2018
1.
Teams must list 4 permanent players.  A 5th woman will not be registered.  Sparing is unlimited and spares may play any position.  Spares in playoff games must be participating Day Women (listed on a team or on a spare list for at least one series on any day).
2.
Be prepared to play at 12:55 and throw the first rock at 1:00.  Game delays of 15 minutes will incur a 1 point, 1 end and giving up last rock penalty.  At 30 minutes the game is defaulted.

3.  BELL RULE:  The bell will ring at 2:35 You may complete the end you are in and play one more.  An end is concluded and you are deemed to be in the next end when the last rock comes to rest.
4.
Game scores are recorded as Win/Loss/Tie only.  You may concede at any time.   Ties are not broken.  Vices record game results on the ipad in the lounge as well as on a chart in the locker room.

5.
All scheduled games should be played.  Every effort should be made to find spares and play the game on the date.  If not possible there is limited opportunity to arrange a makeup time with the other team before the end of the series.  If that can’t be managed, a default (loss) will be recorded.

6.
Breaking ties in the standings: If 2 teams are tied, it will be their head to head result in the current round robin that determines placement in the A or B flights.  If it appears that more than 2 teams will tie for 6th at the conclusion of the 1st draw, then a draw to the button will be done by the teams involved before the last game of the series. 

 In the case of the realignment for the 3rd draw, if there is a tie affecting movement up or down, the head to head result in that draw will determine placement. Failing that, retrogression will be used and the results from the 1st full round robin will be considered.
 7.
The season will start with one full round robin of 11 weeks.  Teams will then be assigned the A or B flight according to their standing.  After a 5 game round robin, 2 teams will move up and 2 teams will move down,  after which another 5 game round robin will be played.  
To finish the season, there will be a 2 game playoff for all teams.
Group 1… 4 top teams

Group 2… 2 teams moving up, and 2 teams moving down

Group 3 … 4 lowest teams

Prize structure:  Cash prizes will be awarded to:  First, second and third place in the first round robin, first and second place in both of the A and B round robins.
The Group 1 playoff winner will receive the CYOR trophy while the runner-up and other winners will receive cash prizes.
